VINEYARD HISTORY

Work Vineyard was first planted around1976, on the site of one of the old orchards. In 1987, the
vineyard was purchased by the previous owners and during their first harvest they made a small amount
of wine which they showed to several prominent Napa wiegr As a result, in 1987, the vineyard came
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vineyards. When it became evident that it was time to replant the vineyard, it was decided to continue
with the same variety as the microclimate was well suitedsauvignon Blanc. Some of the vines were
replanted in 1991, while the others were replanted in 1993. The southeast half of the vineyard was
replanted on 5C rootstock in 1991, while the northwest half of the vineyard was replanted on 1103
Paulson rootstck in 1993. The variety adds to the complexity of the end wine. All vines were grated
with the 01-Wente Clone.

The grapes were sold to Cakebread for 10 years, but in 2000, the owners of the vineyard gave
Cakebread notice that they would no longer bdling their fruit to the prestigious winery and the fruit
would instead be used to build a single vineyard, estate bottled Sauvignon Blanc. For the next two
vintages, Cakebread took 60% of the fruit while the vineyard owners used the balance to begin thei
brand. Work Vineyard started with 210 cases in 2001 and 325 cases in 2002 and with that was born
Work Single Vineyard Sauvignon Blaimc2009, 1.3 acres were planted to Cabernet Sauvignon.

TERROIR & MICROCLIMATE

Work Vineyard sits at the north end of the Napa Valley in the shadow of Mt. St. Helena. The vineyard is
blessed withuniquesaoils, as well as a microclimate which gives the vineyard its own special character
and lends itself well to the production of pream wine grapes.

The soils in this area are the result of the rhyolites, tuffs and other rocks from the mountain which have
eroded and washed down over the centuries to nourish and support the ground. The vineyard, at only 3
acres, has two soil types betach bestows its own unique character. The northwest corner is more
gravelly and rocky Bale loan and provides a mineral and wastiosé character, while the predominant

soil, being Dublin clay loam, enhances the fruit with floral and sgjabe real esence of the grapes.

The vines are on two different resistant root stocks: C5 and 1103 Paulsen. The fruit is grown on a two
wire, four cordon trellis system. The canopy is supported on two additional catch wires to allow sunlight
and good air circulatin in the fruit zone. Sustainable farming practices are used.

Being located at the north end of the Napa Valley and at the foot of Mt. St. Helena has resulted in a
microclimate which is moderated by the cool evening breezes from the Pacific Ocean.liri&is c
allows the grapes to be picked fully ripe, with a perfect balance of acid and sugar. Moderate, dry
temperatures and little summer precipitation provide an outstanding growing environment for
Sauvignon Blanc grapes. In addition, in the summerCihiléstoga area is baked by the sun. Most days,
the temperature hovers in the high eighties and low nineties. In the evenings, though, through a gap in
the low hills just to the west of Work Vineyard, come cooling breezes from the Pacific Ocean. This
makS a 62 NJ s tlingtsSuniba§®Rliflerent from much of the rest of the Calistoga valley floor
vineyards. These breezes lower the evening temperature to the fifties and sixties, holding in the
previous acids to counteract the daytime heat induced ssigar
